Before inserting powerload into chamber in breech, make sure

that the knocker head

assembly is fully back against muzzle,

held by the muzzle balls and resilient retaining ring. If knocker
head assembly is difficult to push back or if the balls fail to grip
properly, return stunner unloaded to the maintenance department
to rectify as detailed under daily cleaning and consumable parts

maintenance.

Never attempt to return knocker head
assembly with live powerload in
chamber and/or with breech closed.

Insert powerload into chamber ensuring first that extractor is
flush with surface of breech in the "loading" position and not

Squeeze safety lever, keep depressed and tap animal with the
contact trigger so as to stun in the recommended position shown.
A firm tap is required from about 3 - 4 inches (76 - 102mm).

A The squeezing of the safety lever

WARNING energises the firing pin and the stunner SQUEEZE SAFETY LEVER
will fire if the contact trigger is
depressed, so be very careful and only
squeeze lever immediately before you
want to fire. If stun is aborted,
immediately release lever.

Never leave a loaded stunner unattended.

REMOVAL OF UNFIRED (LIVE) POWERLOAD
It is sometimes necessary to remove an unfired powerload (live) from chamber, at the end of a shift for example,or if the stunner is
to be left unattended. Follow instructions detailed under extraction, but taking great care to handle powerload gently and to

return it to its container.

If unfired (live) powerload is stuck in chamber or extractor fails to operate, do not attempt to remove using
a knife or similar tool.Return stunner to Maintenance Department warning that an unfired powerload is
stuck in chamber.

SAFE MISFIRE REMOVAL

If stunner fails to fire, a delayed firing may occur during or after extraction. Keep muzzle away from your
body or any other person. Wait 30 seconds before opening breech to extract the powerload. After 30
seconds remove powerload and drop into a metal container filled with water. Do not attempt to re-use
misfired load. Powerloads fire by crushing head so do not crush, prise or strike or use excessive force.
Always wear safety glasses and ear protectors. If stunner misfires more than once, it should be withdrawn
from use and returned to the Maintenance Department for investigation.

Powerloads must be stored in cool, dry conditions. Exposure to excessive amounts of moisture may affect
their performance.
